SAFETY

Please bring your child at least 10 minutes before their class starts so that they are ready to participate on time.  Children will not be allowed to leave the gym until a parent / designated guardian arrives to collect them.  Should you wish to view any of the classes, please consult the Coach in Charge first. Baby and toddler gym will however require parent participation. Displays and Club Competitions are held during the club year to show parents the progress of their gymnasts, but regular spectating of school age classes, is not permitted due to noise and distraction to gymnasts and coaches.  Children often perform better with out parents. Small children who are not participating must be kept under control at all times, to avoid them wandering in the path of participating gymnasts.  There are coffee/seating areas in the Leisure Centres at Steyning and Lancing, should you wish to stay, and a viewing gallery is available upstairs at Henfield.  Please keep the gym clear for gymnasts, as we are limited with space, and to ensure safety in the gym.

Club leotards or shorts and T-shirts to be worn. Bare feet in the gym, unless your child is trampolining, in which case, socks must be worn.
